Vision:  Cooperative Leaders in a globalizing society.  
Globalizing society:  I spend a lot of time thinking about the future of my students and how the world is becoming more interconnected.  It has become even more apparent to me as I have read the book “The World Is Flat,” by Thomas Friedman.  It explains extensively how the world is globalizing.  In other words, it explains the communication and collaboration that I am currently sharing with a teacher in New Zealand.  The teachers name is Harko Brown, and we have worked together extensively, sharing ideas and thoughts on the Maori game Ki-o-Rahi.  He has served as a mentor guiding me through my research and delivery of the game to my students.  These discussions would later lead me to an inclusion in his book NGA TAONGA TAKARO Maori Sports and Games.
